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FOREWORD

The Region of Peel is undergoing what amounts to be a real-world social experiment, an experi-
ment that can yield valuable lessons for Canada and the rest of the world. This experiment involves
discovering how a tremendously diverse population, made up of people from all over the world, of

different races and cultures, can live and prosper together in harmony.

Few parts of Canada, and probably the world, have such a diversity of Visible Minorities as Peel
Region. In Canada, Visible Minorities represent 11percent of the population; in Ontario, the com-
parable figure is 16 percent. However, in Peel, Visible Minorities comprise 31 percent of the total
population. The comparable figure for Toronto is 37 percent.

Information on Visible Minorities is an essential resource for citizen participation in community
development and the public policy-making process. If citizens are going to make plans for their
community, develop programs, and advocate for social change, they must know about the state of
their community: characteristics of the population, the economy, the social infrastructure (and so

on).

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INTRODUCTION

What is the definition of “Visible Minority?”
The definition of “Visible Minority” used in this report is the one provided by the Federal government of
Canada in its Employment Equity legislation. The following is a paraphrase of that official definition:

* A Visible Minority person is someone who is non-Caucasian or non-White and non-Aboriginal.
Visible Minority groups in Canada are: Blacks, South Asians, Chinese, Southeast Asians, Arabs/West

Asians, Filipinos, Latin Americans, Japanese, and Koreans.

What definition of “Black” is used in the report?
* Blacks are defined as persons whose ethnic/ancestral origins are in Africa, especially sub-Saharan
Africa. In this report, the Black population is categorized as Canadian-born, African-born, Carib-

bean-born, and those born elsewhere.

What is the Social Profile of the Black Population of Peel (1996)?
The Social Profile of the Black Population of Peel is a resource document for social planning and
policy-making in the Region of Peel. This document describes the Black population in Peel as a whole*.
More specifically, it provides information about that population in three areas:

— demographic characteristics;

— household and family characteristics;

— socio-economic characteristics.

For purposes of comparison, the report sometimes provides comments on differences and similarities
between the following groups:

— Blacks and other Visible Minorities and Non-Visible Minorities;

- groups within the Black population;

—  Blacks in Mississauga, Brampton and Caledon;

— male and female Blacks;

— Canadian-born and Non-Canadian-born Blacks.

* The tables in the Appendix provide detailed information on groups within the Black population and the
Visible Minority population as a whole, in Peel.

The Social Planning Council of Peel 1
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For whom is The Social Profile of the Black Population of Peel (1996) written?

This Profile is written for mainly two audiences. Itis written primarily for governmental and non-profit
organizations that provide employment training and support services. Many of their clients and trainees are
Visible Minorities, including Blacks. To serve these clients and trainees well, service providers need
information about them. This report provides some of that information. The Profile is also written for
community-based, non-profit organizations in Peel’s social services sector, especially those that are small
and under-funded. Such organizations often do not have the financial resources and organizational capac-
ity to do background research for their programs and services. It is hoped that they can use the Profile to
help them write proposals, plan programs and services, conduct marketing and outreach, etc.

What are some of the major themes or findings of The Social Profile of the Black Population of

Peel (1996)?

The following are some of the major characteristics of the Black population in Peel:

— alarge population,

— alarge youth population,

— alarge Canadian-born youth population,

— alarge immigrant population,

— major differences between Caribbean-born Blacks and African-born Blacks,

— ahigh percentage of immigrants who are long-established in Canada,

— apopulation for whom English is the mother tongue and home language of almost every person
(except among African-born Blacks),

— apopulation with a relatively low proportion of university educated people (with the exception of
African-born Blacks and Blacks born elsewhere - mostly Europe),

— apopulation with a relatively high percentage of people with trades certificates,

— arelatively low proportion of husband-wife families,

— arelatively high proportion of common-law relationships,

— ahigh proportion of lone-parent families,

— avery high proportion of lone-parent families led by Canadian-born Blacks,

— avery high labour force participation rate,

— avery high unemployment rate,

— apopulation with relatively low income.

* These characteristics of the Black population suggest the need for much coordination and collabora-
tion among different policy-makers and human service agencies in order to develop effective social
policies and programs for the Black population in Peel.

*  Another important point to note is that differences between Caribbean-born Blacks and African-born
Blacks in Peel must be taken into consideration when designing funding programs and services for

Blacks in Peel.

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What are some of the limitations of the Social Profile of the Black Population of Peel (1996)?

This report is primarily a descriptive report. It is not an analytical report. It does not provide in-depth
discussion and analysis of the characteristics of the population under study.

It does not provide extensive comparisons between Blacks and other Visible Minority groups. To
learn more about the entire Visible Minority community, the reader is advised to examine the statistical
tables in the Appendix of this report..

Because of the relatively small population of the Town of Caledon and the relatively small percentage
of Visible Minorities in it, including Blacks, figures and tables for this municipality are not provided.

A Note To the Reader About the Statistics Presented in the Report

The source of the statistics presented in this report is Statistics Canada’s 1996 Census of Canada

(special customized tabulations).

All population figures are for residents of private households. Anyone in the Region not in a private
household, such as those in institutions (in chronic hospital care, nursing homes, correctional facilities

etc.), is not included in this report.
Most decimal statistics have been rounded to the nearest whole number.

When comparing statistics about Blacks in Peel’s municipalities of Mississauga, Brampton and Caledon,
the reader should keep in mind the extreme differences in population size among these three areas. The
1996 Census of Canadareported that the total population of Peel in 1996 was 848,625. Mississauga
has a population of 542,000 or 64% of the total Peel population. Brampton has a population of
266,975 or 31% of the Peel population. Caledon’s population is very small: 39,655 or 5% of the Peel

population.

The Canadian-born Black population, like that of most other Visible Minorities, is very young. This
means that statistics that primarily apply to adults, such as statistics on university education and mar-
riage, may be distorted and appear lower than they will likely be in a decade. 78% of Canadian-born
Blacks are under age 20, which means that few of them are of an age at which one can reasonably
expect someone to be married or graduated from University.

A DEMOGRAPHIC PROFILE OF THE BLACK POPULATION IN PEEL (1996)
HIGHLIGHTS

POPULATION SIZE

In 1996, there were 55,835 Blacks in Peel. They represented 21% of the Visible Minority
population and 7% of the total Peel population.

Mississauga has 33,775 Blacks (60% of the Region’s total Black population), Brampton 21,795
(39%) and Caledon 265 (0.5%).

There is over three times the percentage of Blacks in Peel’s total population (6.6%) as there is
in Canada’s (2.0%) and twice the percentage of Blacks in Peel’s total population as in Ontario’s
(3.3%).

GENDER

Black females outnumber Black males, (52.4% or 29,280 to 47.6% or 26,550).

AGE

In 1996, the Black population in Peel was a young one, with 29% being under age 15, compared
to 26% of the Visible Minority population as a whole, and 21% of the Non-Visible Minority
population.

89% of Canadian-born Blacks in Peel are under age 25.

4% of Blacks are over age 65.

MARITAL STATUS (OVER AGE 15)

Blacks have the highest proportion of single people (42% of people over age 15) of any Visible
Minority group; the average for Visible Minorities is 32%, and the average for Non- Visible
Minorities is 28%.

13% of Blacks are separated or divorced, compared to 9% of Non-Visible Minorities, and 6%
of all Visible Minorities.

LANGUAGE

Among Visible Minority groups in Peel, Blacks have the highest proportion of people for whom
English is a mother tongue: 93.6%

Only 0.3% of Blacks in Peel have no knowledge of either of Canada’s Official Languages.
Among Non-Visible Minorities the rate is 2%; among all Visible Minorities the rate is 6%.
5% of Blacks have knowledge of both English and French compared to 5% for Visible Minori-
ties and 8% for Non-Visible Minorities.

IMMIGRATION

In 1996, there were 32,970 Black immigrants in Peel, the second-lowest percentage of any
Visible Minority group. Immigrants represented 59% of the total Black population, compared
to 69% of the Visible Minority population; and 27% of the Non-Visible Minority population.

The Black population of Peel is the second-largest Visible Minority group in the Region, preceded
by the South Asians and followed by the Chinese. Almost all of these Blacks are concentrated in
Mississauga and Brampton; Caledon has a relatively small Black population.

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How many Blacks live in Peel Region?
In 1996, there were 55,835 Black persons living in Peel Region.
Blacks form 7% of Peel’s total population, a much higher percentage than they do Ontario-wide
(3%, with 353,740 individuals) or Canada-wide (2%, with 570,165 individuals).
Blacks represent 21% of Peel’s total Visible Minority population.

Where do Blacks in Peel come from?
In 1996, 59% (32,970) of Peel’s Blacks were immigrants, compared to 27% of the Non-Visible
Minority population, and 69% of the Visible Minority population.

* 11% of Canada’s population consists of Visible Minorities, compared to 31% in Peel.

* 16% of Ontario’s population consists of Visible Minorities, compared to 31% in Peel.

How is Peel’s Black population distributed by gender?

* In 1996, females slightly outnumbered males in the Black population of Peel: 29,285 to 26,555
or 52% to 48%. Among Non-Visible Minorities, the proportions were 50%-50%; among Vis-
ible Minorities as a whole, 51% - 49%.

«  Withrespect to differences between immigrant and non-immigrant Blacks, there are more males
among the non-immigrants (11,085 males vs. 10,895 females) and significantly more females
among the immigrants (15,070 males and 17,900 females).

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C. AGE (TABLES 3.0 - 3.4 IN APPENDIX)

Blacks in Peel, like the rest of the Visible Minority population of the Region, are generally younger
than Non-Visible Minorities. This is shown in the high percentages of Black people under age 15,
and the low percentages of those who are 65 years of age or older. A broad generalization is that

Black children are generally Canadian-born, and Black adults are immigrants.

What is the age distribution of the Black population in Peel?

* Among the Canadian-born segment of the Black population, the size of the youth population is
extremely large: 89% (19,430) of Canadian-born Blacks are under age 25, and 62% (13,605)
are under age 15. Among Non-Visible Minorities, 34% are under age 25, and 21% are under
age 15. Among Canadian-born Visible Minorities in general, 92% are under age 25, and 69%

are under age 15.

* 4% of Blacks are age 65 and over, compared to 8% of Non-Visible Minorities and 5% of

Visible Minorities.
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*  With respect to countries of origin, the highest percentages of Blacks under age 15 are among
the Canadian-born (62% or 13,605 persons), followed by the African-born, 13% (505), Blacks
born elsewhere, 10% (405), and the Caribbean-born, 5% (1,380).

* In 1996, the proportion of Canadian-born Blacks in the 15-19 age range was more than double

that of the Canadian-born Non-Visible Minority population:16% vs. 7% respectively.

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D. MARITAL STATUS (TABLES 4.0 — 4.4 IN APPENDIX)
Note: all figures for Marital Status relate only to individuals age 15 and over.

Blacks have the lowest rate of marriage of any Visible Minority group in Peel, and are significantly
less likely to be married than Non-Visible Minorities. They also have a high rate of divorce, sepa-

ration and common-law relationships.

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How many single (never married) Blacks live in Peel?

In 1996, there were 16,645 persons or 42% of the Black population in Peel who were single, com-
pared to 32% of the total Visible Minority population and 28% of the Non-Visible Minority popu-
lation.

*  31% (1,020) of African-born Blacks in Peel, over age 15, have never been married. For Carib-
bean-born Blacks, the never-married rate is 30% (7,415), and for Blacks born elsewhere, the
rate 1s 36% (1,315).

* In 1996, the never-married rate for Canadian-born Blacks was 83% (note that 77.9% of Peel’s
Canadian-born Blacks are under age 20, while 22.1% are over age 20).

o 42% (7,885) of Black males and 41% (8,760) of Black females have never married. Among
Non-Visible Minorities, the figures are 31% for males, and 25% for females.
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How many legally married Blacks live in Peel?

In 1996, 16,950 Blacks in Peel were legally married and not separated.

* In 1996, Blacks in Peel had the lowest rate of legally-married persons (42%) of any Visible
Minority group. (Note, however, that there is a very large proportion of young Canadian-born
Blacks.) For Visible Minorities, the marriage rate was 59% and for Non-Visible Minorities, it
was 58%.

* The highest marriage rate among Blacks is among the African-born, where 54% are married,
followed by the Caribbean-born at 51%; those born elsewhere at 47%; and the Canadian-born
at 11% (note that 89% of Canadian-born Blacks are under age 25).

How many Blacks in Peel live in common-law relationships?

In 1996, 5% (1,985) of Blacks over age 15 lived in common-law relationships, compared to 2% of

the total Visible Minority population and 5% of the Non-Visible Minority population. Within the

total Visible Minority population in Peel, Blacks have the highest rate of common-law relation-

ships.

How many separated and divorced Blacks are there in Peel?

In 1996, 13% (5,205) of Blacks in Peel over age 15 were separated or divorced, compared to 6% of

the total Visible Minority population and 9% of the Non-Visible Minority population. Blacks have

the highest rate of separation and divorce in the total Visible Minority population.

* Rates for separation and divorce are highest among Caribbean-born Blacks (16%), and lowest
among Canadian-born Blacks (5%).

How many widowed Blacks are there in Peel?

There are 1,140 widowed Blacks in Peel in 1996; 3% of the Black population.

*  82% of widowed Blacks are female (940 females, 200 males).

E. LANGUAGE (TABLES 5.1 —5.2.4 IN APPENDIX)

Note: Census data provides information on English, French and Non-Official languages. Since French is
not significant in the Region’s statistics (onlyl% of people in the Region have French as a mother
tongue, and 0.5% have it as a home language), this report concentrates on comparing the use of

English with Non-Official languages.

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With respect to knowledge of the English language, Blacks have a significant advantage. The
majority of Blacks from the Caribbean and those born in Canada speak English as their mother
tongue and home language. Some Blacks from Africa and elsewhere have higher limitations in

English, but many others have the advantage of knowing both English and French.
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How many Blacks in Peel speak English as their Mother Tongue?

52,265 Blacks, or 94% of the Black population in Peel have English as their mother tongue, The

comparable figure for the total Visible Minority population is 48%, and for the Non-Visible Mi-

nority population, it is 74%.

*  99% of Caribbean-born Blacks have English as a mother tongue, as do 98% of Canadian-born
Blacks.

* Among African-born Blacks, 31% have English as a mother tongue, 3% have French, and 66%
a Non-Official Language.

* Among Blacks born elsewhere, 94% have English as a mother tongue, and 6% a Non-Official

Language.

How many Blacks in Peel have English as a Home Language?

53,700 Blacks, or 96% of the Black population, have English as their home language. Within the
Visible minority population, 63% have English as their home language. Within the Non-Visible
Minority population, 88% have English as their home language.

* 100% of Caribbean-born Blacks have English as a home language, as do 99% of Canadian-born
Blacks. Among African-born Blacks, 59% have English as a home language, 2% have French,
and 39% a Non-Official Language. Among Blacks born elsewhere, 96% have English as their
home language and 4% a Non-Official Language.

What is the level of knowledge of Canada’s official languages among the Black population in
Peel?

In 1996, only 0.3% (170) of Peel’s Blacks had no knowledge of either English or French, Canada’s

official languages. This was the lowest rate for any Visible Minority group. In the Visible Minority

population as a whole, the rate was 6%, and in the total Non-Visible Minority population, the rate

was 2%.

* No Caribbean-born Blacks in Peel lack knowledge of English.

* 2% (60) of African-born Blacks indicated that they have no knowledge of English; 1% (50) of
Blacks born elsewhere indicated the same.

* 2% (60) of African-born Blacks indicated that they had knowledge of French only.

*  8.2% (315) of African-born Blacks indicate knowledge of both French and English, meaning

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that as a group they are nearly as “officially bilingual” as Peel’s Non-Visible Minority popula-
tion, where 8.0% have knowledge of both Official Languages.

*  More Canadian-born Black females know English and French (10.1%) than Canadian-born
Black males (6.1%). The rates are similar to those in the Non-Visible Minority population.
Among the other Black groups there are virtually no differences between male and female
Blacks regarding knowledge of Canada’s two official languages.

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F. IMMIGRATION (TABLES 6.0 — 6.6 IN APPENDIX)

Of all the Visible Minority groups in Peel, Blacks have the second lowest percentage of immigrants
(preceded only by the Japanese). A significant proportion of the Blacks in Peel came to Canada in
the 1971-1980 decade. These were mainly immigrants from the English-speaking Caribbean coun-
tries. However, African-born immigrants came in large numbers in the 1990’s.

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How many Blacks in Peel are immigrants?

In 1996, there were 32,970 Black immigrants in Peel. They represented 59% of the Region’s total
Black population. By comparison, 69% of the Visible Minority population and 27% of the Non-
Visible Minority population in Peel consisted of immigrants.

* Regarding the decade of greatest immigration, only 0.5% of Blacks in Peel arrived in Canada
before 1961.

* The highest percentage of Blacks in Peel arrived in Canada between 1971 and 1980 (22% or
12,095 persons).

* By far, the largest contingent of Black immigrants came to Canada from the Caribbean in the
decade 1971-1980 (10,345 persons, or 40% of all Black immigrants in Peel and 18% of the total
Peel Black population).

* Immigration from Africa reached its highest point so far in the 1991-96 period, when 43% of

African-born immigrants in Peel arrived (1,650 persons).

¢ 57%(31,585) of Blacks in Peel reported owning their own homes, compared to 67% of Visible
Minorities and 77% of Non-Visible Minorities.

FAMILIES

* In 1996, there was a total of 13,980 Black families in Peel. They represented 20% of all Visible
Minority families and 6% of all families in Peel.

¢ 66% (9,250) of Black families are husband-and-wife families, compared to 84% of Visible Minority
families and 88% of Non-Visible Minority families.

*  86% ofall Black families have children at home, compared to 82% of Visible Minority families and
70% of Non-Visible Minority families.

*  26% ofBlack families have 3 or more children, compared to 26% of Visible Minority families and 17
% of Non-Visible Minority families.

LONE-PARENT FAMILIES

*  In1996, there were 4,730 lone-parent families in Peel’s Black population. They represented 34% of
all Black families, compared to 16% of Visible Minority families, and 12% of Non- Visible Minority
families.

*  89% of Black lone-parent families are headed by females.

PEOPLE NOT LIVING IN FAMILIES (NON-FAMILY HOUSEHOLDS)
* In1996,6.7% (3,755) of Blacks lived in non-family households, compared to 4% of Visible Minori-
ties, and 8% of Non-Visible Minorities.

1. Types of Private Households

Blacks are similar to the Non-Visible Minority population in their tendency to form one-family households,
rather than the multiple-family households common among some of the other Visible Minority groups,
particularly the South Asians. They also differ from the rest of the Visible Minority population in having a
low rate of forming husband-and-wife families, and having a high proportion of lone parent families and

people not living in families.

How many private households are there within the Black population of Peel?
In 1996, there were 15,785 private households occupied by Blacks in Peel.

How many Blacks live in one-family households?

In 1996, 86% (47,930) of Blacks in Peel lived in one-family households, compared to 78% of Visible

Minorities and 87% of Non-Visible Minorities.

«  Compared to other Visible Minority groups, Blacks are the most likely to live in one-family house-
holds (the rate for South Asians is 71%, and for Chinese it is 78%).

¢ Canadian-born Blacks are most likely to live in one-family households (91% or 19,925 persons).
The rate for African-born Blacks is 87% (3,355 persons), for Caribbean-born Blacks, 82% (21,370
persons), and for Blacks born elsewhere, 82% (3,275 persons).

*  95% of African-born Black females live in one-family households; 82% of African-born Black males

live in one-family households.

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How many Blacks live in multiple-family households?

In 1996, 7% (4,150) of Peel’s Blacks lived in multiple-family households, compared to 18% of Visible

Minorities and 4% of Non-Visible Minorities. Blacks are the Visible Minority group in Peel least likely to

live in multiple-family households ( other than the relatively small Japanese population)..

*  Among Blacks, those born elsewhere are the most likely (11%) to live in multiple-family households,
compared to 9% of the Caribbean-born, 6% of the Canadian-born, and 2% of the African-born
Blacks.

B. HOME OWNERSHIP (TABLES 7.2 -7.2.4 IN APPENDIX)

How many Blacks in Peel own their homes?

In 1996, 57% (31,585) of the Black population in Peel reported owning their own home, compared to

67% of the Visible Minority population and 77% of the Non-Visible Minority population.

* Home ownership is highest among Blacks born elsewhere (63%), followed by Caribbean-born Blacks
(61%), Canadian-born Blacks, (55%) and African-born Blacks (31%).

* In1996, home ownership was higher among Blacks in Brampton than in Mississauga (63% vs. 52%).

*  58% of Black males report home ownership, compared to 55% of females.

In 1996, there were 13,980 Black (Census) families in Peel. They represented 20% of all Visible
Minority families in Peel, and 6% of all families in Peel.

1. Husband and Wife Families

How many husband and wife families are there within the Black population in Peel?

In 1996, there were 9,250 husband and wife Black families. They represented 66% of all Black
families (compared to 84% of total Visible Minority families and 88% of Non-Visible Minority fami-
lies).

*  70% (8,630) of Black immigrant families in Peel are husband-and-wife, compared to 60% (615)
of Canadian-born Black families.
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2. Lone-parent families
How many Black lone-parent families live in Peel?
In 1996, there were 4,730 lone-parent families in Peel’s Black population. They represented 34% of
all Black families. By comparison, 16% of Visible Minority families and 12% of Non-Visible Minority
families were lone-parent families.
*  Among Visible Minorities in Peel, Blacks have the highest percentage of lone-parent families.

* Canadian-born Blacks have the highest percentage of lone-parent families (40%) compared to
any other Black group or Visible Minority group (Canadian-born or otherwise).

*  86% (12,070) of Black families in Peel have children at home, compared to 82% of Visible
Minority families, and 70% of Non-Visible Minority families.
* 26% of Black families in Peel have 3 or more children, compared to 26% of Visible Minority
families and 17% of Non-Visible Minority families.
* Among Black families in Peel, those that are led by African-born parents are most likely to have 3
or more children at home (36%).
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D. PEOPLE NOT LIVING IN FAMILIES (NON-FAMILY HOUSEHOLDS)

How many Blacks in Peel live in non-family households?

In 1996, 6.7% (3,755) of Blacks lived in non-family households, the highest rate for any Visible Minority
group. Therate is 4% for Visible Minorities, and 8% for Non-Visible Minorities.

*  African-born Blacks are most likely to live in non-family households (11%, or 420 individuals);
Canadian-born Blacks are the least likely to do so (3%, or 690 individuals).

*  The highest rate for living in non-family households is among African-born Black males, 16%.

population. The comparable figure for Toronto is 37 percent.

If citizens are going to make plans for their
community, develop programs, and advocate for social change, they must know about the state of
their community: characteristics of the population, the economy, the social infrastructure (and so

on).

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INTRODUCTION

What is the definition of “Visible Minority?”
The definition of “Visible Minority” used in this report is the one provided by the Federal government of
Canada in its Employment Equity legislation. The following is a paraphrase of that official definition:

» A Visible Minority person is someone who is non-Caucasian or non-White and non-Aboriginal.
Visible Minority groups in Canada are: Blacks, South Asians, Chinese, Southeast Asians, Arabs/West

Asians, Filipinos, Latin Americans, Japanese, and Koreans.

What definition of “Black” is used in the report?
Blacks are defined as persons whose ethnic/ancestral origins are in Africa, especially sub-Saharan
Africa. In thisreport, the Black population is categorized as Canadian-born, African-born, Carib-

bean-born, and those born elsewhere.

What is the Social Profile of the Black Population of Peel (1996)?
The Social Profile of the Black Population of Peel is a resource document for social planning and
policy-making in the Region of Peel. This document describes the Black population in Peel as a whole*.
More specifically, it provides information about that population in three areas:

— demographic characteristics;

— household and family characteristics;

— socio-economic characteristics.

For purposes of comparison, the report sometimes provides comments on differences and similarities
between the following groups:

— Blacks and other Visible Minorities and Non-Visible Minorities;

~ groups within the Black population;

— Blacks in Mississauga, Brampton and Caledon;

— male and female Blacks;

— Canadian-born and Non-Canadian-born Blacks.

* The tables in the Appendix provide detailed information on groups within the Black population and the
Visible Minority population as a whole, in Peel.

The Social Planning Council of Peel 1
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For whom is The Social Profile of the Black Population of Peel (1996) written?

This Profile is written for mainly two audiences. It is written primarily for governmental and non-profit
organizations that provide employment training and support services. Many of their clients and trainees are
Visible Minorities, including Blacks. To serve these clients and trainees well, service providers need
information about them. This report provides some of that information. The Profile is also written for
community-based, non-profit organizations in Peel’s social services sector, especially those that are small
and under-funded. Such organizations often do not have the financial resources and organizational capac-
ity to do background research for their programs and services. It is hoped that they can use the Profile to
help them write proposals, plan programs and services, conduct marketing and outreach, etc.

What are some of the major themes or findings of The Social Profile of the Black Population of

Peel (1996)?

The following are some of the major characteristics of the Black population in Peel:

— alarge population,

— alarge youth population,

— alarge Canadian-born youth population,

— alargeimmigrant population,

— major differences between Caribbean-born Blacks and African-born Blacks,

— ahigh percentage of immigrants who are long-established in Canada,

— apopulation for whom English is the mother tongue and home language of almost every person
(except among African-born Blacks),

— apopulation with a relatively low proportion of university educated people (with the exception of
African-born Blacks and Blacks born elsewhere - mostly Europe),

— apopulation with a relatively high percentage of people with trades certificates,

— arelatively low proportion of husband-wife families,

— arelatively high proportion of common-law relationships,

— ahigh proportion of lone-parent families,

— avery high proportion of lone-parent families led by Canadian-born Blacks,

— avery high labour force participation rate,

— avery highunemployment rate,

— apopulation with relatively low income.

*  These characteristics of the Black population suggest the need for much coordination and collabora-
tion among different policy-makers and human service agencies in order to develop effective social
policies and programs for the Black population in Peel.

¢ Another important point to note is that differences between Caribbean-borm Blacks and African-born
Blacks in Peel must be taken into consideration when designing funding programs and services for
Blacks in Peel.

The Social Planning Council of Peel 2
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What are some of the limitations of the Social Profile of the Black Population of Peel (1996)?

This report is primarily a descriptive report. It is not an analytical report. It does not provide in-depth

discussion and analysis of the characteristics of the population under study.

It does not provide extensive comparisons between Blacks and other Visible Minority groups. To
learn more about the entire Visible Minority community, the reader is advised to examine the statistical

tables in the Appendix of this report..

Because of the relatively small population of the Town of Caledon and the relatively small percentage
of Visible Minorities in it, including Blacks, figures and tables for this municipality are not provided.

A Note To the Reader About the Statistics Presented in the Report

The source of the statistics presented in this report is Statistics Canada’s 1996 Census of Canada

(special customized tabulations).

All population figures are for residents of private households. Anyone in the Region not in a private
household, such as those in institutions (in chronic hospital care, nursing homes, correctional facilities

etc.), isnot included in this report.
Most decimal statistics have been rounded to the nearest whole number.

When comparing statistics about Blacks in Peel’s municipalities of Mississauga, Brampton and Caledon,
the reader should keep in mind the extreme differences in population size among these three areas. The
1996 Census of Canadareported that the total population of Peel in 1996 was 848,625. Mississauga
has a population of 542,000 or 64% of the total Peel population. Brampton has a population of
266,975 or 31% of the Peel population. Caledon’s population is very small: 39,655 or 5% of the Peel

population.

The Canadian-born Black population, like that of most other Visible Minorities, is very young. This
means that statistics that primarily apply to adults, such as statistics on university education and mar-
riage, may be distorted and appear lower than they will likely be in a decade. 78% of Canadian-born
Blacks are under age 20, which means that few of them are of an age at which one can reasonably

expect someone to be married or graduated from University.

* Blacks have the highest proportion of single people (42% of people over age 15) of any Visible
Minority group; the average for Visible Minorities is 32%, and the average for Non- Visible
Minorities is 28%.

* 13% of Blacks are separated or divorced, compared to 9% of Non-Visible Minorities, and 6%
of all Visible Minorities.

LANGUAGE

* Among Visible Minority groups in Peel, Blacks have the highest proportion of people for whom
English is a mother tongue: 93.6%

*  Only 0.3% of Blacks in Peel have no knowledge of either of Canada’s Official Languages.
Among Non-Visible Minorities the rate is 2%; among all Visible Minorities the rate is 6%.

* 5% of Blacks have knowledge of both English and French compared to 5% for Visible Minori-
ties and 8% for Non-Visible Minorities.

IMMIGRATION

* In 1996, there were 32,970 Black immigrants in Peel, the second-lowest percentage of any
Visible Minority group. Immigrants represented 59% of the total Black population, compared
to 69% of the Visible Minority population; and 27% of the Non-Visible Minority population.

How is Peel’s Black population distributed by gender?

* In 1996, females slightly outnumbered males in the Black population of Peel: 29,285 to 26,555
or 52% to 48%. Among Non-Visible Minorities, the proportions were 50%-50%; among Vis-
ible Minorities as a whole, 51% - 49%.

*  Withrespect to differences between immigrant and non-immigrant Blacks, there are more males
among the non-immigrants (11,085 males vs. 10,895 females) and significantly more females
among the immigrants (15,070 males and 17,900 females).

Blacks in Peel, like the rest of the Visible Minority population of the Region, are generally younger
than Non-Visible Minorities. This is shown in the high percentages of Black people under age 15,
and the low percentages of those who are 65 years of age or older. A broad generalization is that
Black children are generally Canadian-born, and Black adults are immigrants.

What is the age distribution of the Black population in Peel?
The distribution of the Black population in Peel is presented in the following Figure.

* Among the Canadian-born segment of the Black population, the size of the youth population is
extremely large: 89% (19,430) of Canadian-born Blacks are under age 25, and 62% (13,605)
are under age 15. Among Non-Visible Minorities, 34% are under age 25, and 21% are under
age 15. Among Canadian-born Visible Minorities in general, 92% are under age 25, and 69%
are under age 15.

* 4% of Blacks are age 65 and over, compared to 8% of Non-Visible Minorities and 5% of
Visible Minorities.
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*  With respect to countries of origin, the highest percentages of Blacks under age 15 are among
the Canadian-born (62% or 13,605 persons), followed by the African-born, 13% (505), Blacks
born elsewhere, 10% (405), and the Caribbean-born, 5% (1,380).

¢ In 1996, the proportion of Canadian-born Blacks in the 15-19 age range was more than double
that of the Canadian-born Non-Visible Minority population:16% vs. 7% respectively.

D. MARITAL STATUS (TABLES 4.0 — 4.4 IN APPENDIX)
Note: all figures for Marital Status relate only to individuals age 15 and over.

Blacks have the lowest rate of marriage of any Visible Minority group in Peel, and are significantly
less likely to be married than Non-Visible Minorities. They also have a high rate of divorce, sepa-

ration and common-law relationships.

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How many single (never married) Blacks live in Peel?

In 1996, there were 16,645 persons or 42% of the Black population in Peel who were single, com-
pared to 32% of the total Visible Minority population and 28% of the Non-Visible Minority popu-
lation.

*  31% (1,020) of African-born Blacks in Peel, over age 15, have never been married. For Carib-
bean-born Blacks, the never-married rate is 30% (7,415), and for Blacks born elsewhere, the
rate is 36% (1,315).

* In 1996, the never-married rate for Canadian-born Blacks was 83% (note that 77.9% of Peel’s
Canadian-born Blacks are under age 20, while 22.1% are over age 20).

*  42% (7,885) of Black males and 41% (8,760) of Black females have never married. Among
Non-Visible Minorities, the figures are 31% for males, and 25% for females.
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How many legally married Blacks live in Peel?

In 1996, 16,950 Blacks in Peel were legally married and not separated.

* In 1996, Blacks in Peel had the lowest rate of legally-married persons (42%) of any Visible
Minority group. (Note, however, that there is a very large proportion of young Canadian-born
Blacks.) For Visible Minorities, the marriage rate was 59% and for Non-Visible Minorities, it
was 58%.

* The highest marriage rate among Blacks is among the African-born, where 54% are married,
followed by the Caribbean-born at 51%; those born elsewhere at 47%; and the Canadian-born
at 11% (note that 89% of Canadian-born Blacks are under age 25).

How many Blacks in Peel live in common-law relationships?

In 1996, 5% (1,985) of Blacks over age 15 lived in common-law relationships, compared to 2% of

the total Visible Minority population and 5% of the Non-Visible Minority population. Within the

total Visible Minority population in Peel, Blacks have the highest rate of common-law relation-

ships.

How many separated and divorced Blacks are there in Peel?

In 1996, 13% (5,205) of Blacks in Peel over age 15 were separated or divorced, compared to 6% of

the total Visible Minority population and 9% of the Non-Visible Minority population. Blacks have

the highest rate of separation and divorce in the total Visible Minority population.

* Rates for separation and divorce are highest among Caribbean-born Blacks (16%), and lowest
among Canadian-born Blacks (5%).

How many widowed Blacks are there in Peel?

There are 1,140 widowed Blacks in Peel in 1996; 3% of the Black population.

*  82% of widowed Blacks are female (940 females, 200 males).

Note: Census data provides information on English, French and Non-Olfficial languages. Since French is
not significant in the Region’s statistics (only1% of people in the Region have French as a mother
tongue, and 0.5% have it as a home language), this report concentrates on comparing the use of

English with Non-Olfficial languages.

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With respect to knowledge of the English language, Blacks have a significant advantage. The
majority of Blacks from the Caribbean and those born in Canada speak English as their mother
tongue and home language. Some Blacks from Africa and elsewhere have higher limitations in

English, but many others have the advantage of knowing both English and French.
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How many Blacks in Peel speak English as their Mother Tongue?

52,265 Blacks, or 94% of the Black population in Peel have English as their mother tongue, The

comparable figure for the total Visible Minority population is 48%, and for the Non-Visible Mi-

nority population, it is 74%.

*  99% of Caribbean-born Blacks have English as a mother tongue, as do 98% of Canadian-born
Blacks.

* Among African-born Blacks, 31% have English as a mother tongue, 3% have French, and 66%
a Non-Official Language.

* Among Blacks born elsewhere, 94% have English as a mother tongue, and 6% a Non-Official
Language.

How many Blacks in Peel have English as a Home Language?

53,700 Blacks, or 96% of the Black population, have English as their home language. Within the

Visible minority population, 63% have English as their home language. Within the Non-Visible

Minority population, 88% have English as their home language.

¢ 100% of Caribbean-born Blacks have English as a home language, as do 99% of Canadian-born
Blacks. Among African-born Blacks, 59% have English as a home language, 2% have French,
and 39% a Non-Official Language. Among Blacks born elsewhere, 96% have English as their
home language and 4% a Non-Official Language.

What is the level of knowledge of Canada’s official languages among the Black population in
Peel?

In 1996, only 0.3% (170) of Peel’s Blacks had no knowledge of either English or French, Canada’s

official languages. This was the lowest rate for any Visible Minority group. In the Visible Minority

population as a whole, the rate was 6%, and in the total Non-Visible Minority population, the rate

was 2%.

* No Caribbean-born Blacks in Peel lack knowledge of English.

* 2% (60) of African-born Blacks indicated that they have no knowledge of English; 1% (50) of
Blacks born elsewhere indicated the same.

* 2% (60) of African-born Blacks indicated that they had knowledge of French only.

*  8.2% (315) of African-born Blacks indicate knowledge of both French and English, meaning

The Social Planning Council of Peel 18
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that as a group they are nearly as “officially bilingual” as Peel’s Non-Visible Minority popula-
tion, where 8.0% have knowledge of both Official Languages.

*  More Canadian-born Black females know English and French (10.1%) than Canadian-born
Black males (6.1%). The rates are similar to those in the Non-Visible Minority population.
Among the other Black groups there are virtually no differences between male and female
Blacks regarding knowledge of Canada’s two official languages.

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F. IMMIGRATION (TABLES 6.0 - 6.6 IN APPENDIX)

Of all the Visible Minority groups in Peel, Blacks have the second lowest percentage of immigrants
(preceded only by the Japanese). A significant proportion of the Blacks in Peel came to Canada in
the 1971-1980 decade. These were mainly immigrants from the English-speaking Caribbean coun-
tries. However, African-born immigrants came in large numbers in the 1990’s.

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How many Blacks in Peel are immigrants?

In 1996, there were 32,970 Black immigrants in Peel. They represented 59% of the Region’s total
Black population. By comparison, 69% of the Visible Minority population and 27% of the Non-
Visible Minority population in Peel consisted of immigrants.

* Regarding the decade of greatest immigration, only 0.5% of Blacks in Peel arrived in Canada
before 1961.

* The highest percentage of Blacks in Peel arrived in Canada between 1971 and 1980 (22% or
12,095 persons).

* By far, the largest contingent of Black immigrants came to Canada from the Caribbean in the
decade 1971-1980 (10,345 persons, or 40% of all Black immigrants in Peel and 18% of the total
Peel Black population).

* Immigration from Africa reached its highest point so far in the 1991-96 period, when 43% of
African-born immigrants in Peel arrived (1,650 persons).

¢ The large size of the Black population in Peel.
- What are the major issues facing the Black population in Peel?
- How are they being addressed? How should they be addressed?

¢ Diversity among Blacks in Peel.
The Black population is not a culturally homogenous group. The majority of Blacks are from
the Caribbean; some are immigrants from Africa and other places; some are Canadian-born.
The majority speak English as their mother tongue and home language. Others speak French,
Spanish, and several African languages.

* In1996, 86% (47,930) of Peel’s Blacks lived in one-family households, compared to 78% of the
Region’s Visible Minority population and 87% of the Non-Visible Minority population.

HOME OWNERSHIP
s 57% (31,585) of Blacks in Peel reported owning their own homes, compared to 67% of Visible
Minorities and 77% of Non-Visible Minorities.

FAMILIES

* In 1996, there was a total of 13,980 Black families in Peel. They represented 20% of all Visible
Minority families and 6% of all families in Peel.

¢ 66% (9,250) of Black families are husband-and-wife families, compared to 84% of Visible Minority
families and 88% of Non-Visible Minority families.

*  86% ofall Black families have children at home, compared to 82% of Visible Minority families and
70% of Non-Visible Minority families.

*  26% of Black families have 3 or more children, compared to 26% of Visible Minority families and 17
% of Non-Visible Minority families.

LONE-PARENT FAMILIES

* In 1996, there were 4,730 lone-parent families in Peel’s Black population. They represented 34% of
all Black families, compared to 16% of Visible Minority families, and 12% of Non- Visible Minority
families.

*  89% of Black lone-parent families are headed by females.

PEOPLE NOT LIVING IN FAMILIES (NON-FAMILY HOUSEHOLDS)
* In1996,6.7% (3,755) of Blacks lived in non-family households, compared to 4% of Visible Minori-
ties, and 8% of Non-Visible Minorities.
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A. PRIVATE HOUSEHOLDS IN PEEL, 1996 (TABLES 7.1-7.2.4 IN APPENDIX)

1. Types of Private Households

Blacks are similar to the Non-Visible Minority population in their tendency to form one-family households,
rather than the multiple-family households common among some of the other Visible Minority groups,
particularly the South Asians. They also differ from the rest of the Visible Minority population in having a
low rate of forming husband-and-wife families, and having a high proportion of lone parent families and

peoplenot living in families.

How many private households are there within the Black population of Peel?
In 1996, there were 15,785 private households occupied by Blacks in Peel.

How many Blacks live in one-family households?

In 1996, 86% (47,930) of Blacks in Peel lived in one-family households, compared to 78% of Visible

Minorities and 87% of Non-Visible Minorities.

*  Compared to other Visible Minority groups, Blacks are the most likely to live in one-family house-
holds (the rate for South Asians is 71%, and for Chinese it is 78%).

¢ Canadian-born Blacks are most likely to live in one-family households (91% or 19,925 persons).
The rate for African-born Blacks is 87% (3,355 persons), for Caribbean-born Blacks, 82% (21,370
persons), and for Blacks born elsewhere, 82% (3,275 persons).

*  95% of African-born Black females live in one-family households; 82% of African-born Black males
live in one-family households.

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How many Blacks live in multiple-family households?

In 1996, 7% (4,150) of Peel’s Blacks lived in multiple-family households, compared to 18% of Visible

Minorities and 4% of Non-Visible Minorities. Blacks are the Visible Minority group in Peel least likely to

live in multiple-family households ( other than the relatively small Japanese population)..

*  Among Blacks, those born elsewhere are the most likely (11%) to live in multiple-family households,
compared to 9% of the Caribbean-born, 6% of the Canadian-born, and 2% of the African-born

Blacks.

B. HOME OWNERSHIP (TABLES 7.2 -7.2.4 IN APPENDIX)

How many Blacks in Peel own their homes?

In 1996, 57% (31,585) of the Black population in Peel reported owning their own home, compared to

67% of the Visible Minority population and 77% of the Non-Visible Minority population.

*  Home ownership is highest among Blacks born elsewhere (63%), followed by Caribbean-born Blacks
(61%), Canadian-born Blacks, (55%) and African-born Blacks (31%).

*  In 1996, home ownership was higher among Blacks in Brampton than in Mississauga (63% vs. 52%)).

*  58% ofBlack males report home ownership, compared to 55% of females.

How many Black families live in Peel?
In 1996, there were 13,980 Black (Census) families in Peel. They represented 20% of all Visible
Minority families in Peel, and 6% of all families in Peel.

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1. Husband and Wife Families

How many husband and wife families are there within the Black population in Peel?

In 1996, there were 9,250 husband and wife Black families. They represented 66% of all Black
families (compared to 84% of total Visible Minority families and 88% of Non-Visible Minority fami-
lies).

*  70% (8,630) of Black immigrant families in Peel are husband-and-wife, compared to 60% (615)
of Canadian-born Black families.
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2. Lone-parent families
How many Black lone-parent families live in Peel?
In 1996, there were 4,730 lone-parent families in Peel’s Black population. They represented 34% of
all Black families. By comparison, 16% of Visible Minority families and 12% of Non-Visible Minority
families were lone-parent families.
* Among Visible Minorities in Peel, Blacks have the highest percentage of lone-parent families.

* (Canadian-born Blacks have the highest percentage of lone-parent families (40%) compared to
any other Black group or Visible Minority group (Canadian-born or otherwise).

* 86% (12,070) of Black families in Peel have children at home, compared to 82% of Visible
Minority families, and 70% of Non-Visible Minority families.
*  26% of Black families in Peel have 3 or more children, compared to 26% of Visible Minority
families and 17% of Non-Visible Minority families.
*  Among Black families in Peel, those that are led by African-born parents are most likely to have 3
or more children at home (36%).
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D. PEOPLE NOT LIVING IN FAMILIES (NON-FAMILY HOUSEHOLDS)
How many Blacks in Peel live in non-family households?

In 1996, 6.7% (3,755) of Blacks lived in non-family households, the highest rate for any Visible Minority
group. Therate is 4% for Visible Minorities, and 8% for Non-Visible Minorities.

¢  African-born Blacks are most likely to live in non-family households (11%, or 420 individuals);
Canadian-born Blacks are the least likely to do so (3%, or 690 individuals).

*  Thehighest rate for living in non-family houscholds is among African-born Black males, 16%.

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ISSUES FOR CONSIDERATION

Political leaders and service providers need to take the following issues into consideration when develop-
ing public policies, employment and human service programs for the community at large and for Blacks in
particular.

1. TheBlack population is a very vulnerable population:
- Therelatively low proportion of husband and wife families in the Black population
- Therelatively high rate of separation and divorce
- The high proportion of lone-parent families in the Black population
- Blacks have a high percentage of families with children at home, often with 3 or more children
- Blacks have a high proportion of people not in families

2. Major differences between African-Black and Caribbean-Black families:
- More husband-wife families and less lone-parent families in the African population

HIGHLIGHTS

EDUCATION

5% of Peel’s Blacks have less than Grade 9 education, compared to 8% of Visible Minorities
and 8% of Non-Visible Minorities.

14% of Peel’s Blacks have Grades 9-13 as their highest level of education, compared to 14% of
Visible Minorities and 16% of Non-Visible Minorities.

8% of Peel’s Blacks have at least a Bachelor’s degree, compared to 19% of Visible Minorities
and 14% of Non-Visible Minorities.

Immigrant Blacks tend to have a higher percentage of people without Grade 9 education.

EMPLOYMENT

The unemployment rate among Blacks (14%) is more than twice that of Non-Visible Minorities
(6%) and slightly higher than that of Visible Minorities as a whole (12%).

74% of Blacks participate in the labour force, the highest rate for any Visible Minority group.
Among immigrant Blacks, unemployment among females is almost twice that of males (18%
versus 11%).

Blacks are under-represented in management positions; 5% of Blacks are in Management, com-
pared to 8% of all Visible Minorities in the labour force and 12% of the Non-Visible Minority

labour force.

INCOME

The average employment income of Blacks in Peel is $24,272 compared to $24,922 for Visible
Minorities and $32,656 for Non-Visible Minorities.

Black families in Peel have an average annual family income of $49,426 compared to $50,864
for Visible Minority families and $70,511 for Non-Visible Minority families.

20% of individuals in Black families live in poverty compared to 20% of Visible Minorities and
8% of Non-Visible Minorities.

40% of unattached* Black individuals live in poverty, compared to 45% of unattached* Visible
Minority individuals and 28% of unattached* Non-Visible Minority individuals.

This refers to people who are not living with family members/not living in a family household.

A. EDUCATION (TABLES 9.1.0 — 9.1.7 IN APPENDIX)

Note: Findings in this section on Education pertain to Peel residents age 15 and over.

The Black population in Peel tends to have a small proportion of people with less than Grade 9
education as well as a small proportion of people with a University degree. However, this pattern
is not found among African-born immigrants where there is a high proportion of people with uni-
versity degrees. With respect to field of specialized study, Blacks are under-represented in Busi-
ness Management programs and Engineering-related programs. Caribbean-born Blacks are over-
represented in Health Sciences. While significant numbers of African-born Blacks have a univer-

sity education, the rate for females is half that for males.

1. Highest Level of Schooling Attained

With respect to educational achievement, how do Blacks compare with Visible Minorities

and Non-Visible Minorities in Peel Region?

Peel’s Blacks tend to have fewer individuals with less than Grade 9 education, and also fewer

who have graduated from University.

* 5% (1,795) of the Black population has less than a Grade 9 education, compared to 8% of
both the Visible Minority population and the total Non-Visible Minority population.

* 14% (5,480) of Peel’s Blacks have high school as their highest level of education, com-
pared to 14% of the Visible Minority population, and 16% of the Non-Visible Minority
population.

* 4% (1,435) of Blacks have a Trades Certificate or Diploma, the highest percentage of any
Visible Minority group. Among Peel’s Visible Minorities, 2% have a Trades Certificate or
Diploma; among Non-Visible Minorities, 4% have this educational qualification.

* Onaverage, 8% (3,320) of Blacks have at least a Bachelor’s Degree, compared to 19% of
Visible Minorities and 14% of Non-Visible Minorities.

How do Black females compare with Black males in education?

In 1996, 5% (1,020) of Black females had less than Grade 9 education compared to 4% (775)

males. Among Visible Minorities as a whole, the rate was 8% of females and 6 % of males, and

among Non-Visible Minorities, it was 11% of females and 7% of males.

* Black females are almost as likely as males to have Grades 9 to 13 as their highest level of
education (13% of females, 14% of males).

* In 1996, more Black males had at least a Bachelor’s degree than females, 9% to 7%. In the
Visible Minority population, the figures were 22% and 17%; in the Non-Visible Minority
population, 15% and 13%, respectively.

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How do Canadian-born Blacks compare with those not born in Canada, when it comes to

educational achievement?

When Canadian-born and Non-Canadian-born Blacks are compared, those not born in Canada

tend to either have significantly less education, or significantly more.

¢ Immigrant Blacks tend to have the highest percentage of people without Grade 9 (at 5%,
Caribbean-born individuals are highest in this category). Among Canadian-born Blacks,
the average is 2%.

* 16% of African-born Blacks and 16% of Canadian-born Blacks have Grades 9-13 as their
highest level of education. It is 14% for Caribbean-born Blacks and 8% for those Blacks
born elsewhere.

* 17% of African-born Blacks have graduated from University, as have 14% of Blacks born
elsewhere. Figures are considerably lower for those born in the Caribbean (6%) and in
Canada (8%). (Note that while 78% of immigrant Blacks are over 25 years old and are of an
age to have graduated from University, only 11% of Canadian-born Blacks have reached
this age.)

*  23% of African-born Black males have University degrees; compared to 9% of African-
born females.

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2. Fields of Study

Differences between Blacks and the Non-Visible Minority population and the Visible Minority

as a whole:

0.4% (2,555) of Peel’s Blacks study Health Professions, Sciences and Technologies; 4.5%
of Visible Minorities; and 3.4% of Non-Visible Minorities study in this area.

1% (405) of Peel’s Blacks study Engineering and Applied Sciences; 4% of Visible Minori-
ties and 2% of Non-Visible Minorities study in this area.

Differences Between Canadian-born Blacks and Immigrant Blacks

76% (6,330) of Canadian-born Blacks have no specialization or post-secondary qualifica-
tion; this is true for 53% of African-born Blacks, 53% of Caribbean-born Blacks, and 41%
of Blacks born elsewhere.

6% (515) of Canadian-born Blacks have Commerce, Management, and Business Adminis-
tration as a major field of study; this is true for 11% of African-born Blacks, 13% of Carib-
bean-born Blacks, and 13% of Blacks born elsewhere.

Caribbean-born and Canadian-born Blacks have significantly less presence than African-
born Blacks and Blacks born elsewhere in Engineering and Applied Science, Technologies
and Trades; and Canadian-born and African-born Blacks have less presence than Carib-
bean-born Blacks and Blacks born elsewhere in Health Professions, Sciences and Tech-

nologies.

Differences Between Black Males and Females

Among the Canadian-born Black population, more males than females have no specializa-
tion or post-secondary qualification, 81% (3,420) to 72% (2,910).

Black females are significantly under-represented, compared to males, in Engineering and
Applied Science Technologies and Trades (4% of females to 21% of males); and Engineer-
ing and Applied Sciences (0.1% to 2%).

Black females are significantly well represented, compared to males, in Health Professions,
Sciences and Technologies (11% of females, 1% of males); Commerce, Management and
Business Administration (15% vs. 7%); and Educational, Recreational and Counselling
Services (4% vs. 1%).

10% of African-born Black males specialize in Commerce, Management, and Business
Administration, compared to 7% of the total Black male population.

B. EMPLOYMENT (TABLES 10.1 -10.6.7 IN APPENDIX)

Note: Findings in this section on Employment pertain to Peel residents age 15 and over. Note also that this

data is from 1996 and employment rates are particularly subject to change.
1. The Labour Force in Peel (Tables 10.1.0 - 10.1.4 in Appendix)

How many Blacks in Peel are in the labour force?
In 1996, there were 29,590 Blacks in the Peel labour force. They represented 22% of the
Visible Minority labour force (136,015) in Peel, and 6% of the total labour force of 476,070.

What is the labour force participation rate of Blacks in Peel?

In 1996, the labour force participation rate, or the percentage of people either working or ac-

tively looking for work, was 74% for Blacks, compared to 70% for Visible Minorities and 74%

for Non-Visible Minorities. Blacks have the highest labour force participation rate of any

Visible Minority group in Peel.

* The lowest rate of participation among Blacks is in the Canadian-born population: 60%.
(Note that only 22% of the Canadian-born Black population is over 19 years old and of an
age to be working, compared to 72% of the Non-Visible Minority population).

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How many Blacks in Peel are employed ?

In 1996, 25,475 Blacks in Peel were employed in wage-paying jobs.

How many Blacks in Peel are unemployed?

In 1996, 4,120 Blacks in Peel were unemployed. They comprised 11% of all the unemployed

people (38,365) in the Region at that time.

¢ In 1996, Canadian-born Blacks in Peel had the highest unemployment rate in the Region:
23%, followed by African-born Blacks at 19%, and those born in the Caribbean and else-
where, at 11%. By comparison, the unemployment rate for the Non-Visible Minority popu-
lation was only 6%.

* Blacks in Mississauga have a slightly higher unemployment rate than those in Brampton,
15% to 13% respectively.

* In 1996, 24% of Canadian-born Black females were unemployed, compared to 22% of
Canadian-born Black males.

* However, differences among immigrant groups were much larger. Among African-born
Blacks, unemployment rates were 28% for females and 14% for males; among Caribbean-
born Blacks, the rates were 13% for females and 9% for males; among Blacks born else-
where, the rates were 14% for females and 8% for males.

What is the unemployment rate for Blacks in Peel?
In 1996, the unemployment rate for Blacks in Peel was 14%, compared to 12% for all Visible
Minorities in Peel, 6% for Non-Visible Minorities, and 8% for Peel as a whole.

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What is the youth unemployment rate for Blacks (ages 15-24) in Peel?
In 1996, the unemployment rate for Black youth in the labour force was 27% compared to:

23% for Visible Minority youth and 13% for Non-Visible Minority youth.

It is 31% for Black youth in Mississauga and 21% in Brampton.

It is 26% among Black males (15-24 years); compared to 22% for Visible Minority male
youth and 13% for Non-Visible Minority male youth. It is 28% for Black female youth,
compared to 24% for Visible Minority female youth and 13% for Non-Visible Minority

female youth.

With respect to “class of worker”, how does the Black population compare to the total Visible

Minority population and the Non-Visible Minority population?

In 1996, 94% (26,120) of Blacks in the Peel labour force were paid employees or wage-earners,
and 6% (1,615) were self-employed. Figures for the Non-Visible Minority population were
similar (89% and 11%), as were those for the total Visible Minority population (91% and 9%).

4% of Canadian-born female Blacks are self-employed, compared to 5% of males.
However, differences among immigrant groups are much larger. Among African-born
Blacks, self-employment rates are 1% for females, 9% for males; among Caribbean-born
Blacks, the rates are 3% and 10%; among those born elsewhere, 3% and 7%.

2. Industries (Tables 10.2.0 - 10.5.4)

What are the major industries in which Blacks in Peel are employed?

In 1996, the manufacturing industry was the largest employer of the Black labour force in
Peel. It provided employment to 19% (5,515) of the Black labour force. This industry also
employed the highest percentage of the Visible Minority labour force (24%) and the Non-
Visible Minority labour force (19%).

The second largest employer of Blacks in Peel is the Health and Social Services sector, with
12% (3,475) of the Black labour force, followed by the retail trade, with 10% (3,005).
Blacks are significantly under-represented in Construction industries — 3% of Blacks work
in this sector, compared to 6% of Non-Visible Minorities.

Canadian-born Blacks (5%) are half as likely as the total Black population to work in Health
and Social Services, and nearly twice as likely to be in retail (18%).

Black females are significantly less likely than males to work in manufacturing (12% fe-
male, 26% male) and construction industries (0.5% female, 6% male).

Black females are over-represented in Health and Social Services, with 21% of the Black
female workforce employed there, compared to 3% of the Black male workforce.

24% (2,455) of Caribbean-born Black females work in Health and Social Services.
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What are some of the issues with respect to occupations of Blacks?

5% of Blacks in Peel are in Management, compared to 8% of Visible Minorities and 12% of
Non-Visible Minorities.

Blacks are relatively well represented in Health Occupations, with 7% of Blacks in this
category, compared to 5% of Visible Minorities and 3% of Non-Visible Minorities.

13% of Blacks work in “occupations unique to processing and manufacturing,” compared
to 16% of the Visible Minority population and 8% of the Non-Visible Minority labour
force.

Among Canadian-born Blacks, the largest occupational classification is “sales and serv-
ice;” 31% of them are employed in that occupational area, compared to 21% of the total
Black labour force and 23% of the Non-Visible Minority labour force.

Black females are under-represented, compared to males, in “trades, transport and equip-
ment operators,” 2% vs. 25%; also in Natural, Applied Science and Related Occupations,
2% vs. 7% respectively.

Black females are well-represented, compared to males, in business, finance and adminis-
tration, 33% vs. 16%, and in health occupations, 12% vs. 1% respectively.

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3. Job Position

What are some of the issues regarding job positions of Blacks?

In general, Blacks in Peel are under-represented in the higher-status, higher-paying positions

and over-represented in lower-status, lower-paying positions. The differences are more ex-

treme for females compared to males.

* Blacks in Peel, like other Visible Minorities, are under-represented in management posi-
tions. 0.2% of Peel’s Blacks are in the Senior Manager category, compared to 2% of Non
Visible Minorities and 0.5% of total Visible Minorities. At 5%, Blacks have half the rate of
participation in Middle Management positions compared to Non-Visible Minorities, where
the rate is 10%. Among Visible Minorities in Peel, the rate is 7%.

* Black females are over-represented, compared to Black males, in professional positions
(13% vs. 8%) but have a comparable representation to that of female and male Non-Visible
Minorities (14% and 11%); Administrative and Senior Clerical (7% vs. 2%) and mid-level
Sales and Service positions (15% vs. 5%).

Black females are under-represented, compared to Black males, in Skilled Crafts and Trades
(1% of females, 12% of males) and in Semi-Skilled Manual jobs (6% vs. 24%)).

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C. INCOME (TABLES 11.1.0 - 11.4.4 IN APPENDIX)

On the whole, the Visible Minority population in Peel earns significantly less than the Non-Visible
Minority population and has a higher incidence of people living on low incomes. This pattern is the
same in the Black population in Peel. It must be acknowledged, however, that there are significant

differences among Black groups. Some earn greater incomes than others.

1.

Individual Income

What is the composition of income in the Black population of Peel?

Employment income (income earned as wages for work performed) provides 86% of the
total income of Blacks in Peel; the comparative figure for the total Visible Minority popu-
lation in Peel is 86%, and for the Non-Visible Minority population, 84%.

Government transfer payments (Welfare, Employment Insurance, Pensions and the like)
provide 11% of the total income of Blacks, compared to 10% for Visible Minorities, and
8% for Non-Visible Minorities.

“Other income” sources (which include investment income) provide 3% of the total in-

come of Blacks; 4% of the total income of Visible Minorities and 8% of the total income of
Non-Visible Minorities.
Black females are more dependent than Black males on government transfer payments.
Black females receive 14% of their income from this source; among males, it is 8%. Afri-
can-born Black females are most dependent on this source (24% of their income); Carib-
bean-born Blacks get 14% of income this way, as do 13% of Canadian-born Black females
and 12% of Black females born elsewhere.

Employment Income

Note: all employment income figures relate only to the population in the labour force.

What is the employment income picture for Peel’s Blacks?

The employment income of Blacks in Peel is slightly below that of the total Visible Minority
population, but well below that of Non-Visible Minorities in most cases. In 1996, the average
employment income of Peel’s Blacks was $24,272, compared to $24,922 for Visible Minorities
and $32,656 for Non-Visible Minorities.

Blacks in Brampton earn slightly more than those in Mississauga: an annual average of
$24,358 in Brampton compared to $24,158 in Mississauga.
Black females have an annual average income of $21,482, compared to males with $27,108.

3. Family income

Note: family income is defined as the income of all residents of a household on a collective basis.

What is the average annual family income of Blacks in Peel?

In 1996, the average annual income for Black families in Peel was $49,426, compared to $70,511

for Non-Visible Minority families and $50,864 for Visible Minority families.

* Families of Blacks “born elsewhere” have the highest average income among Blacks in
Peel: $52,107; Caribbean-born families are next with $49,831; followed by the African-
born with $46,986, and the Canadian-born at $44,604.

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What is the average income of Black lone-parent families in Peel?

In 1996, the average annual income of Black lone-parent families in Peel was $28,077 com-

pared to $29,039 for Visible Minority lone-parent families, and $40,299 for Non-Visible Mi-

nority lone-parent families.

* In 1996, the average annual income of male lone-parent Black families in Peel was $35,028
compared to $34,535 for male lone-parent Visible Minorities, and $54,611 for male lone-
parent Non-Visible Minorities in Peel.

* In 1996, the average annual income of female lone-parent Black families in Peel was $27,206
compared to $28,050 for female lone-parent Visible Minorities, and $37,215 for female
lone-parent Non-Visible Minorities.

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What is the distribution of family incomes among Black families in Peel?
In 1996:

9% (1,285) of Black families in Peel earn under $10,000, compared to 10% of the Visible
Minority population, and 3% of the Non-Visible Minority population.

Caribbean-born Black families are the most likely to earn under $10,000 per year (9%).
45% (6,200) of Black families earn over $50,000 per year, compared to 65% of Non-
Visible Minority families and 45% of total Visible Minority families.

What is the incidence of low income in Peel’s Black Population?

(Note: The federal government's “Low Income Cut-Off” or poverty lines are defined in Figure 31. The

figures in this section on low income cover total persons in private households, age 15 and

over.)

8,635 or 22% of Black individuals in Peel live on low incomes, compared to 10% of Non-
Visible Minorties and 22% of Visible Minorities.

7,145 or 20% of Blacks living in economic families live in poverty, compared to 8% of
Non-Visible Minority families and 20% of Visible Minority families.

1,495 or 40% of Blacks not living in families live in poverty, compared to 28% of Non-
Visible Minority unattached individuals and 45% of Visible Minority unattached individu-

als.
17% of Black males live in poverty compared to 25% of Black females.

African-born Blacks are most likely (34.5%) to live in poverty, and those “born elsewhere”
are least likely to be in this situation (18.4%).

African-born Black females living in economic families are most likely (41%) to live below
the poverty line, and those born in Canada are least likely to do so (19%).

35% of unattached Black male individuals live in poverty, compared to 22% of Non-Vis-
ible Minority unattached males and 39% of Visible Minority unattached males.

47% of unattached Black female individuals live in poverty, compared to 34% of Non-
Visible Minority unattached female individuals and 52% of unattached Visible Minority
female individuals.

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ISSUES FOR CONSIDERATION

Economically speaking, the Black population in Peel is a socially vulnerable population.

It should be noted, however, that among Blacks in Peel, male immigrants from Africa and countries
outside the Caribbean are very well educated, with a high proportion of them holding at least one

University degree.

It is the Caribbean-born Blacks who tend to not have a University degree and, thereby, at risk in

Canada’s knowledge-based economy.

Generally speaking:

Blacks in Peel have a relatively high proportion of people with trades certificates and a low
proportion of people with University degrees.

However, African-born Blacks and Blacks who are not from the Caribbean or born in Canada
have very high proportions of people with university education.

Blacks have twice the unemployment rate of the Non-Visible Minority population.

Black females are heavily reliant on government transfers for a large part of their income.
The family income of Blacks is significantly below that of the general population in Peel.

Significant numbers of Blacks are living below the poverty line.

What are the implications of these socio-economic characteristics of Blacks in Peel for the

provision of education and training services to that population?

What kinds of employment and income support services would be of most value to Blacks in
Peel?

To what extent are the various human services and employment support programs in Peel

addressing the socio-economic needs of Black people?
